In announcing this special jubilee year almost aryego, the Holy Father noted that the Church neealdern
Christians who will imitate the Apostles’ missiopanergy and spirit of sacrifice. On the eve @ fhast of the Holy
Apostles Peter and Paul in 2007, Pope Benediceaddd the Church by saying:

“Dear brothers and sisters, as in the [church’s] i&ning, today, too, Christ needs apostles readyséarifice
themselves. He needs witnesses and martyrs liket$aaul.”

The Pope recalled that Saint Paul was once a viplersecutor of the Christ who experienced a lgspiersonal
conversion: He lived and worked for Christ; he suffered and diéor him. How current is his example today.”

At each Divine Liturgy, there is an “apostolic reay! [the “epistle reading”]. For the most party practically every
Saturday and Sunday of the Church year, the epéesilding is Pauline.

The readings of Paul's epistles begin as the paselason ends and runs throughout the Sundaysnbédest. A
few weeks ago we began reading the letter to thmaRs and will continue to do so for the next sdv8undays.
Sometimes the lessons from Saint Paul are puzdingray sound curious. They are always challengbagh in
understanding them and even more so in applying teour lives.

A recommended way of deepening our appreciatioth@fApostles Paul and his writings is to read thesgribed
selection for Sunday [it is listed on the Churclendar for that day] at home, even before or dfterDivine Liturgy—or
both! If we take the time to do so, we will surdigd that our understanding increases and oureajguion of the
message of the Apostle expands.
